SYNOPSIS: True Fact—William Shakespeare’s Sonnets outline a love triangle between Will, a
“Fair Youth,” and a “Dark Lady” with whom Will was in love and in lust. On the day the Sonnets are
published in 1609, all of London is ABUZZ. Will's life is blown up, as are the lives of three women
suspected of being the Dark Lady:

Avisa, a courtier, suffers from depression and is desperate to be part of the intellectual circles
her husband keeps her from. Lucy, a brothel madam of West African descent, aches for her days
as a court dancer, while trying to keep her sex workers safe and alive. And Aemilia, a crypto-Jew
and a proto-feminist poet, needs to publish her work in order to escape her abusive husband.

The plague-infested, superstitious, science-fearing, xenophobic, monarchical, patriarchal, chilly,
damp, and smelly London of 1592-1609 that our characters inhabit is a wackadoodle place. The
fact that everyone drinks ale from breakfast on (the water’s dangerous) and walks around
soused all day isn't the only reason, but it certainly doesn’t help.
